	Write a question or make a statement about something you read in the margin. Draw a line to the relevant part of the text.

	2
	Circle a word you don’t know. Look up the word’s definition using a dictionary or www.dictionary.com. Write the definition or synonym of the word in the margin.

	3
	Draw an → (arrow) to illustrate the link between two parts of the text. Write your explanation near the arrow or in the margin.

	4
	Circle an idea in the text that you find enlightening (an idea that you find very interesting or that taught you something). Find a way to “thank” the author for that idea in the margin.

	5
	Underline something you disagree with and write a note in the margin to explain why. Be constructive!

	6
	Draw a ☺ next to something that made you laugh or smile, and explain why in the margin.

	7
	Underline a sentence you found totally confusing. Draw a big ? (question mark) next to the sentence and in the margin, write about why you found it confusing.

	8
	Remix/rewrite/translate/paraphrase part of the text into your own words. Write your own version of the text in the margin.

	9
	Underline a sentence you found surprising. Draw a big ! (exclamation mark) next to the sentence that caught your attention in the margin. 

	10
	In the margin, draw a simple picture or cartoon to help you understand something in the text. Draw an arrow connecting your picture and the text.
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
